Homecoming month has arrived

After homecoming wins for Johnson C.
Smith and West Virginia State a week ago,
three more schools will have homecoming
events and games this weekend. Thirty-six of
the special dates are due before the month ends.

Perhaps the biggest date this week is in
Montgomery, Ala. where SWAC East Division
co-leaders Alabama State and resurgent
Bethune-Cookman meet for the Hornets'
homecoming (2 p.m., SWAC TV).

'Bama State has been one of the most
impressive SWAC teams so far. The Hornets
(3-1, 1-0 E), behind star junior quarterback
Andrew Body, lead the league in scoring at
37.9 points per and are second in total offense
at 423.8 yards per game.

Body has thrown for a league-best 867
yards with 12 TDs and no interceptions. He
has also connected for a league-high 69.9% of
his passes. The 6-foot, 205-pounder is also a
dangerous runner but has not had to show off
that skill since he ran for 119 yards and a TD
in a 52-42 season-opening loss to UAB of the
FBS.

After two blowout losses to in-state FBS
programs Florida International (42-9) and
Miami (45-3) and a 55-41 shootout loss to
defending MEAC champion South Carolina
State, B-CU (2-3, 1-0 E) has won its last two
games. The first was a 35-9 takedown of then
SIAC undefeated leader Edward Waters
before the Wildcats stunned fellow East Division
member Alabama A&M 41-34 Saturday.

Redshirt senior QB Cam'Ron Ransom
has thrown for over 700 yards and nine TDs in
the last three games. Redshirt senior Maleek
Huggins has been the chief recipient of

Ransom's aerials, with 14 catches for over 300
yards and five TDs between the SC State and
Edward Waters contests.

Also in the SWAC Saturday, the third
East co-leader Jackson State (3-1, 1-0)
plays at Alabama A&M (3-2, 0-1) at 4 p.m.
on HBCUGO.tv. In another E. Div. battle,
Mississippi Valley State (0-4, 0-1) looks for its
first win at Florida A&M (1-3, 0-1) at 4 p.m.
